After a successful year long trial, it was proposed and accepted 
at the 2022 AGM that all fishing would be moved to the online 
booking system. 
The booking system is powered by Beatbooker, a tried and 
tested platform which will simplify booking and significantly 
reduce the administrative burden of manual permit allocation.
We are confident that you will find this a more convenient way 
to book your fishing.
Visitors are respectfully requested to refer to the guidance 
material posted on the club website if they are experiencing 
any difficulties with the new system. 
However, we will be on hand to assist with any teething 
problems during the first few months.

To book fishing click on the 
“Permit” tab and select Non-
member permits from the 
dropdown menu



Click here to launch the 
online booking platform



All visitors who wish to book 
fishing must first register and 
create a profile



Complete the Profile tab and press save –
you can now log on and book fishing

Once you have 
created your 
profile, a 
membership ID 
will be created.
You do not need 
to remember 
this.



To Sign In, enter your USER Name and PASSWORD 
If you cannot remember your password click on the
for details how to reset. 
Check SPAM/ JUNK folders and add address to contactsOnce logged in press the 

plus sign and select the 
desired fishing location 
from the drop down menu

You will arrive at the online booking site



Drill through the menu to 
select the desired beat.
Summer Season is the 
traditional Trout Season -
March 15 to Oct 06. 
Where permitted Grayling 
permits are available 
outwith the Trout season.



Once venue has been 
selected this “pop-up box” 
will appear. 
It will automatically 
populate for 1 permit, 
change as required. 
Only select additional 
permits if you are taking a 
guest or junior and tick the 
box.
Then “Add to Cart”
See slide 18 for adding 
friends to enable booking.

In this example we have selected 
for Dunkeld Summer and you are 

taking an accompanied angler



The date selected will 
highlight green and 
availability will decrease

The booking 
will now show 
in the cart. 
Click on cart to 
complete the 
reservation.

When you click on the cart box it will open this screen

Your details will appear in both 
“Who is Fishing” boxes – you 
need to select from the lower 
box the name of the angler 
who is fishing with you.
All visitors to DBAA waters 
must have registered within 
the online booking platform.
You can only add guests who 
have added you as a friend in 
their profile and vice versa. 
See Slide 18 for details on how 
to do this. 

Read rules and tick to 
confirm and click “update 
cart” to enable the 
checkout function

You are ready to 
complete the 
payment process 
– click to proceed



1. You have been directed to the Paypal 
page.

2. If you already have an account, sign 
in and proceed as normal.

3. If you do not have a Paypal account 
click “Pay by credit card” – it may say 
create account – either way, click the 
tab.

4. You DO NOT have to create an 
account, just simply follow the 
instructions on the next page

5. Paypal is a safe and easy way to make 
online payments so long as you 
follow standard online safety 
protocols.

POSTING ONLINE 
RETURNS



1. Booking returns are 
essential – they a lease 
requirement.

It is a simple process, click 
on the returns box to open 
up the return form.

2. To make returns easier 
for multiple catches, you 
can make copies of the first 
return and edit the details 
as required.



Edit the “copied” original and amend as required – press save to submit.



ADDING FRIENDS



Name will appear 
in here and they 
will have booking 
privileges for you 
IF they have added 
your details to the 
account.

• Members can book tickets for 
each other if they are also 
fishing.

• First you must add them through 
the “My Friends” tab.

• Enter their User-Name and click 
on the           icon

• They can now select you from 
the drop-down menu on the Cart 
page (slide 7) and book on your 
behalf.

• They will need to do the same to 
allow you to book for them.
