The booking system is powered by Beatbooker, a tried and 
tested platform which will simplify booking and significantly 
reduce the administrative burden of manual permit allocation.

To book fishing click on the 
“Permit” tab and select 
Member permits from the 
dropdown menu



Scroll down and click on the link which 
will take you to the online booking 
platform.



To Sign In, enter your USER NAME and PASSWORD – this 
will normally be your surname + your DBAA number (no 
spaces). If you cannot remember your password, click 
on the
for details how to reset. 
Please check SPAM/ JUNK folders and add to your 
contacts so future mails go to Inbox.

Once logged in press the 
plus sign and select the 
desired fishing location 
from the drop down menu

You will arrive at the online booking site



Drill through the menu to 
select the desired beat.
Summer Season is the 
traditional Trout Season -
March 15 to Oct 06. 
Where permitted Grayling 
permits are available 
outwith the trout season.

Currently, members are 
not required to book river 
fishing's via the online 
portal, except the Stanley 
beats which is a lease 
requirement – there is no 
charge. 
This is subject to ongoing 
discussion and may 
become a requirement in 
the future.

Once venue has been 
selected this “pop-up 
box” will appear. 
It will automatically 
populate for 1 permit. 
If you are taking a guest 
tick the accompanied 
angler box. 
Only select additional 
permits if you are 
booking a second boat 
for another club 
member. See Slide 14 for 
adding friends.
Then “Add to Cart”

In this example we will choose Butterstone in order to show you how to add an 
accompanied angler. The same principals apply to all fishing's. 



The date selected will 
highlight green and 
decrease by the number 
of rods requested.

The booking 
will now show 
in the cart. 
Click on cart to 
complete the 
reservation. 



When you click on the cart box it will open this screen

Your details will appear in both 
“Who is Fishing” boxes – you 
need to select from the lower 
box the members name or 
member/ non-member 
category of who is fishing from 
the dropdown box. IE - Any 
Adult or Non-Member Jnr etc. 
This is important to ensure the 
correct permit price is applied. 
Permits are checked regularly
– ensure the correct permit 
has been selected.
You can only add named 
members if you have set up as 
a “friend” within your account.

Read rules and tick to 
confirm and click “update 
cart” to enable the 
checkout function

You are ready to 
complete the 
payment process 
– click to proceed



1. You have been directed to the Paypal 
page.

2. If you already have an account, sign 
in and proceed as normal.

3. If you do not have a Paypal account 
click “Pay by credit card” – it may say 
create account – either way, click the 
tab.

4. You DO NOT have to create an 
account, just simply follow the 
instructions on the next page

5. Paypal is a safe and easy way to make 
online payments so long as you 
follow standard online safety 
protocols.

POSTING ONLINE 
RETURNS



1. Booking returns 
are essential – they a 
lease requirement.

It is a simple process, 
click on the returns 
box to open up the 
return form.

2. To make returns easier 
for multiple catches, you 
can make copies of the first 
return and edit the details 
as required.

ADDING FRIENDS



Name will appear 
in here and they 
will have booking 
privileges for you 
IF they have added 
your details to the 
account.

• Members can book tickets for 
each other if they are also 
fishing.

• First you must add them through 
the “My Friends” tab.

• Enter their User-Name and click 
on the           icon

• They can now select you from 
the drop-down menu on the Cart 
page (slide 7) and book on your 
behalf.

• They will need to do the same to 
allow you to book for them.
